Header and Wins Big:  

Sod Turning and Harvest Day 
Usher in New Era for 

Marwayne  
 
The Marwayne Agricultural Society and Village 
Council invite area residents to attend the 
official Sod Turning event for the new 
Marwayne Agri-Plex on September 17 at 2:30 
p.m. at the current Marwayne Multi-Plex site.  
 
 

Dignitaries from all levels of government will 
attend the afternoon. The major contributors 
are the County of Vermilion River, the Village 
of Marwayne, the Province of Alberta through 
the Alberta Lottery Fund, and the Marwayne 
Agricultural Society. Their contributions to the 
Marwayne Agri-Plex Building Fund are 
significant. 
 
The Marwayne Agricultural Society will also be 

launching its new agricultural event, 

, a crop fundraiser that will raise significant 

monies for Marwayneôs non-profits and give 
local agricultural businesses a chance to 
promote their products and services. 
Marwayne Agricultural Society President, Todd 
Hames, has donated 80 acres of his crop and 
has canvassed local agricultural businesses to 
provide product and services to seed, fertilize, 
and harvest the canola. This yearôs return 
promises to be significant with 90 tonnes being 
locked in at $10.50 / bushel. Pray for good 
weather!

2010 General Election- Candidate Information Sessions 
Alberta Municipal Affairs and Transitional Solutions Inc. 
support a website to assist citizens, potential candidates 
and official agents prepare for upcoming local 
government elections. The website address is 
www.elections2010.info. 

What do potential candidates need to know before the 
election? The website design helps to provide and 
understanding of the election process and the obligations and 
rights that are associated with local governments and 
municipal election activities. 
 

Being nominated is the first step towards getting 

elected. 

Nomination requirements: 
1. Nomination Form: your nomination form  must be 

filed on the prescribed nomination form. These 
forms are available at the village office or any 

municipal office. 

2. Required Signatures: your form must be signed by 
at least 5 people eligible to vote in the election.  

3. Candidates Acceptance: As a candidate you must 
swear that: You are eligible to be nominated and 

elected; You are not disqualified from office; You will 
accept the office if you are elected; You have not 

been convicted on an offence 

4. Nomination Submission: you, or someone acting on 
your behalf, must submit your completed 

nomination paper, on Monday, September 20, 2010 
to the returning officer at the village office between 

10 am and 12 pm noon. Faxed or electronically 

submitted nominations are not acceptable. 
5. Withdrawal: You may withdraw wit hin 24 hours of 

the close of nominations. Your withdrawal cannot be 
accepted if it would result in less than the required 

number of candidates to fill the vacancies. 

 

Alberta Central East/Vermilion 
River Regional Water System 

Over the past 10 years, numerous studies and 
analyses, as well as extensive public 
consultation, have been undertaken in relation 
to our water. Based on the information 
received, a number of municipalities, with the 
Provinceôs support, have determined that a 
regional system is the best way to address the 
significant, long-term quantity and quality 
concerns with the water in the region.  A 
regional water system will support the health 
and vitality of the region for decades to come. 
The regional water system, which will be 
constructed in multiple phases, includes 
approximately 350 km of pipeline and will 
deliver water to the Counties of Two Hills, 
Minburn, and Vermilion River, as well as towns 
and villages located in these counties.  The 
water source will be EPCOR, through the 
Capital Regional Vegreville Corridor Water 
Services Commission. 
 
After careful consideration of our 
circumstances and public input over the past 
six years, the Village has agreed to be part of 
the Vermilion River Regional Water Services 
Committee, soon to be known as the Alberta 
Central East (ACE) Water Corporation. ACE 
will deliver high-quality, potable water to our 
ódoorstepô.  The Province of Alberta is providing 
90% grant funding to the system. Based on our 
population, the Villageôs óshareô (8.64% of the 
whole system) for Phase 1 is $174,488.  
Council has decided to use reserve funds and 
the remaining Gas Tax grant to make our 
payment for Phase 1.  It is projected that 
Marwayne will connect to the system in Phase 
2, the timing of which is based on the 
availability of grant funding and contractors. 
Marwayneôs total commitment to this project is 
$880,424. 
 

For Marwayne specifically, our water treatment 
plant was designed to meet our water needs 
until 2021, at which point an upgrade of 
approximately $830,000 would be required. If 
water demand increases as projected, our 
2009 Water System Study projects that a new 
water well will be needed by 2015 at a cost of 
approximately $120,000. Further, Alberta

Environment is enhancing their regulations for 
water quality and the costs to meet these new 
regulations are unknown at this point.  Joining 
the Regional System will allow us to avoid 
these upgrade costs over the next 10 years. 
For Marwayne, working regionally to provide 
water to meet the new standards and demands 
makes financial sense. 
 
ACE Water Corporation will deliver water to the 
Village, and the Village will remain as the 
supplier to the residents.  The residents will not 
be direct customers of the Corporation.  The 
Village will pay in the range of $2.50 -$3.00 per 
m3 of water to the Corporation and then add a 
distribution charge to cover the costs of 
maintenance of the Villageôs distribution 
system, required to deliver the water to the 
residents. Currently, the water charge is $2.04 
for under 32.5 m3 plus the minimum charge of 
$33.61 (which would be similar to a distribution 
charge). These costs would likely have 
increased regardless of participation in the 
regional system, in order to meet the new 
regulations and our increasing water demands. 
 
Joint Water Operator Consortium 
The Villages of Marwayne, Kitscoty and 
Dewberry will form a regional water operator 
consortium, where the communities will share 
one licensed operator to oversee all water and 
sewer operations.  The proposed start date is 
January 1, 2011.  Thanks to a Water for Life 
grant, S.C.A.D.A (90% paid by the Province) 
will be installed in our water treatment plants.  
This will ensure the operator can monitor each 
site electronically and will decrease our costs.  
Further, this system will be compatible with the 
regional water system initiative.

SENIORôS ARE YOU RECEIVING ALL 

YOUR ENTITLED BENEFITS?  

 
Old Age Security (OAS) is a benefit program run by the 

Government of Canada that provides money to Canadian 

seniors every month through: 

 

ü the Old Age Security pension (for people 65 and 

older) 

ü the Guaranteed Income Supplement (GIS) (for 

low-income seniors getting an OAS pension) 

ü the Allowance (for spouses and partners of GIS 

recipients who are between 60 and 64 and have a 

low income) 

ü the Allowance for the survivor (for low-income 

seniors between 60 and 64 who have been 

widowed) 

 

You must apply in writing for these benefits. 

 

The Alberta Seniors Benefit program is an income-

based program that provides monthly cash benefits to 

eligible seniors. To be considered for the Alberta Seniors 

Benefit program you must complete an application form. 

 

General Eligibility Requirements: 

 

ü are 65 years of age or older 

ü have lived in Alberta for at least three 

months immediately before applying 

ü are a Canadian citizen, or have been 

admitted into Canada for permanent 

residence (landed or sponsored immigrants), 

and 

ü have an income level within the limits 

allowed by the program 

 

In general, a single senior with an annual income of 

$24,500 or less, and senior couples with a combined 

annual income of $39,900 or less, may be eligible 

for a cash benefit. These income levels are 

guidelines only, and are applicable to seniors whose 

income includes full Old Age Security pension.  

 

Seniors Education Property Tax Assistance 

Program What is it?  
The rebate is the difference between 2004 education tax 

portion and 2010 education tax portion and is refundable 

to all seniors.  

If you turned 65 in 2010, your base year will be 2009. 

  To qualify: You must: - be an Albertan 65 years of age 

or older, owning residential  property. - have had an 

increase in the education portion of your    property 

taxes 

How to apply: If you receive the Alberta Seniors 

Benefits, you do not need to apply. You will be sent a 

letter requesting your property tax information.  

If you have not applied for the Alberta Seniors Benefit     

program you must apply to obtain the Education 

Property Tax Assistance Rebate.
